Indirect or Reported Speech
Direct speech means the words are actually spoken which go inside speech marks.  
Indirect or reported speech is what we are told when someone is talking or reporting about what was said.
Direct speech:  Tom said, “I am hungry.”
Indirect or reported speech: Tom said that he was hungry.
There is no need for speech marks in reported speech and it is written in the past tense.

 Mathematical Vocabulary
Axes :
[image:   ]
Axes are the horizontal number line (x-axis) and the vertical number line (y-axis) on the coordinate plane. Axes are also the lines at the side and bottom of a graph.
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Translation
In Geometry, "Translation" simply means Moving …without rotating, resizing or anything else, just moving.
To Translate a shape: 
Every point of the shape must move:
· the same distance 
· in the same direction.

 

This is an example of the type of question which could be asked in a test:

Here is a shaded shape on a grid.
The shape is translated so that point A moves to point B.
Draw the shape in its new position.
Use a ruler.

As long as every point moves the same distance and in the same direction you will be able to answer this correctly. 
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
