Making Plurals – Words Ending in ‘O’
When making words ending in ‘o’ plural, add an ‘s’ if there is a vowel before the final ‘o’.
For example:  zoo becomes zoos.
If there is a consonant before the final ‘o’ add ‘es’
For example:   hero becomes heroes.
If the word is connected to music then just add an ‘s’.
The word photo also just needs an ‘s’.

Adding Fractions
There are 3 Simple Steps to add fractions:
· Step 1: Make sure the bottom numbers (the denominators) are the same
· Step 2: Add the top numbers (the numerators), put the answer over the denominator
· Step 3: Simplify the fraction (if needed)
