Making Plurals – Words Ending in ‘Y’
When making a word ending in ‘y’ into a plural, look at the letter before the word ‘y’.
If the letter before the ‘y’ is a vowel, just add ‘s’.
For example: donkey becomes donkeys.
If it is a consonant change the ‘y’ to ‘I’ and add ‘es’.
For example: lady becomes ladies.

Simplest Form (Fractions)
A fraction is in simplest form when the top and bottom cannot be any smaller (while still being whole numbers).

Example: 2/4 can be simplified to 1/2
